Midterm Project

Your midterm project and exam should be submitted by Wednesday, March 10th at the start of class. 

You must use Brackets to create a website with one home page and one interior page. You can use any of the images/videos in the folder in your layout. You must create a site with:

· a header 
· main navigation 
· at least 2 columns
· at least 2 photos on each page
· at least one video included in the site
· a footer
· Use an image or a color as the background
· links must show an active and hover state
· photos must be resized in Photoshop, captioned, and include alt text 
· Link to Google fonts API
· Site must be responsive with the appropriate meta tag

The title font is Mesquite but you can use any “Western” style display font. The nav/interior title font is Optima Bold, but you may use any modern sans-serif bold font. 

For the body text, choose an easy-to–read sans-serif font.

Use the following text in the header La Posada Pop Up Projection

Text for the about Page: 

The History of La Posada: A Tale of Two Visions

La Posada embodies the visions of both Mary Elizabeth Jane Colter, the hotel’s renowned architect, and Allan Affeldt, its current owner. But the story really begins with Fred Harvey, who “civilized the west” by introducing linen, silverware, china, crystal, and impeccable service to railroad travel. (He was so legendary that MGM made a movie called The Harvey Girls starring Judy Garland.) Harvey developed and ran all the hotels and restaurants of the Santa Fe Railway, eventually controlling a hospitality empire that spanned the continent.

In the 1920s, Harvey decided to build a major hotel in the center of northern Arizona. “La Posada”—the Resting Place—was to be the finest in the Southwest. Construction costs alone exceeded $1 million in 1929. Total budget with grounds and furnishings was rumored at $2 million (about $40 million in today’s dollars). They chose Winslow, then (as now) the Arizona headquarters for the Santa Fe Railway. Winslow was ideally situated for a resort hotel since everything to see and do in northern Arizona is a comfortable day’s drive. They asked Colter to design the new hotel.

Colter worked for the Fred Harvey Company from 1905 until her retirement in the 1950s. Although famous for her magnificent buildings at the Grand Canyon, she considered La Posada her masterpiece. Here she was able to design or select everything from the structures to the landscape, furniture, maids’ costumes, and dinner china. Many people consider this the most important and most beautiful building in the Southwest.

Specific Instructions:

Follow the file structure we have been using so far. Your html page should be called index.html. You can name the css file whatever you like.

You project file structure should have your .html pages, an images folder for all your images, a css stylesheet(s), and a media folder for your video. 

You can work off of any of YOUR OWN pre-existing CSS/html files. You can also use w3 schools for a specific issue, but you cannot work with other students in the class on the midterm.

The CSS buildout/correct file structure is worth 75%.  You will be assessed on all the criteria listed in this document. Also, pay attention to alignment, alt tags, image size, color palette.  The Colors and text must be accessible.

The take home exam will be worth 25%. I will link it to the class website on Wednesday, March 3, 2021. 
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
